The Alberta Soccer Association’s Mentorship Coaching Program is a great option for coaches 
wishing to be eligible and prepared for the Provincial – B License.  The program is constructed 
of two distinctive parts.  The Mentorship Program is a great option for coaches who like one-on-
one feedback and the freedom to design their coach education around their own schedule, with 
their own team, and on their home pitch. 
 
Part I:  Assessment Phase 

 Provide minimum requirements to be eligible for Provincial – B License 
 4 – 8 practice assessment sessions to prepare for a final assessment 
 One-on-one with an ASA Mentor Coach 
  Skill and technical coaching development included 
 A coach is eligible to take the Provincial – B License after successfully 

completing phase. 
 
Part II:  Preparation Phase 

 Available to coaches who have previously completed a Pre-B Assessment or 
taken Part I of the Mentorship Program 

 Skill and small-sided games coaching development included 
 Gives additional information, education and practice to better prepare a coach to 

achieve success at the Provincial – B License course 
 Recommended preparatory phase  
 Not a required component to be eligible to take the Provincial – B course
